Fast Cat Race 2009                                                  

        Round The IOW / Open
              A long distance race for fast catamarans round the Isle of Wight

1. ELIGIBILTY

Races are open to Multhuls with a SCHRS of 1.06 or lower

Crew will be two persons or more.

All competitors must be 18 years old or over on the 1st May 2009

All craft must be fully insured.

The entry feeFast cat Race £95  per boat. Late entry fee £125.

The Entry Fee for Fast Cat race/ Open £175 per Boat.

Entries restricted to 120 boats.

2. RULES

Races will be run under the ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing 2005\2008,these Instruction and individual Class Rules.

Tek Kat Ltd may modify or interret any ISAF Rules (expect those listed in RRS86.1 (a) or (b) in aaccordance with RRS2 ‘Fair Sailing’ or for any other reason.In the event of conflict these Sailing Instruction shall prevail.

Advertising Races are classified as Category C Appendix 1 of the RRS.

For infringement with RRS Rule 44.1 and 44.2.

3. RESPONSIBILITY

        The attention of owners and skippers is drawn to ISAF Fundamental rules 1 to 4 . The safety of the craft and  her crew is the sole responsibility of the owners or owners representative who must  ensure that the craft is fully equipped, thoroughtly seaworthy and  manned by crew physically fit to face the racing conditions. They must be satisfied as to the soundness of the hull, spars, rigging, sails and all gear. They must ensure that the crew know where the safety equipment is kept and how it is to be used.

 The establishment of these general conditions does not limit or reduce in any way the complete and unlimited responsibility of the competitors. It is the sole and exclusive responsibility of each competitor, to decide whether or not  to start or continue the race. The Race Organisers and the Race Committee accept no responsibility for any loss of life, personal injury or damage to vessels or third parties in whatsoever manner caused by running of the race. Crafts shall have adequate insurance cover against third party liability. The RYA recommends a minimum of 2 million pounds

5. REGISTRATION

    From 09.00hrs Friday 29th May 2009 until 12.00 

     & 9:00hrs - 12:00 Saturaday 30th May 2009

6. COMMUNICATIONS

    Hotices will be on the official notice board located at the Tek Kat Marquee. Safety boats will fly the Tek Group Flags and may be used to shorten or finish the race.The race committee may broadcast to support boats on VHF channel 77.

7.SAFETY REQUIREMENTS

7.1 Competitors must sign on before the race and sign off on completion or retirement. If you do not return to Calshot you must phone the Race officer on the Safety Mobile number to confirm that you have retired.

7.2 Wetsuits or drysuits and buoyancy aids must be worn whilst racing.

7.3 A length of line at least 15 metres long and suitable for towing must be carried.

7.4All competitors are required to carry a compass and mobile phone (secure & watertight) for emergency use. Safety telephone number will be issued at briefing.

7.5 GPS units may be used . This changes the RRS.

7.6 A mall emergency flare pack is strongly recommended.

7.7 A safety knife to cut ropes or tampoline is recommended.

7.8 A Paddle is recommended

8. CLASS FLAGS

    Class flag for the race will be code flag C.

9. START AREA

    The start area will be off Hill Head. There will be one start. Start line will be orange inflatable marks. A committee boat will be used for all signals.

10. PROPOSED COURSE

       Committee Boat Line off Hill Head.

       Circumnavigation of the Isle Of Wight anticlockwise

       Committee Boat Finish off Hill Head.

       Open Course as per Class association Rules.

 11.SHORTENED COURSE

       The course may be shortened at Hurst Castle . If the S flag is flying from the       Safety Boat (RIB) the race is shorten, go throught the gate to the finish line.

11.1 The course with any modification will be announced at the briefing or on race day.

12.NAVIGATION

     It is strongly recommended that all competitors stay clear of deep water navigation channels. Keep clear of, and give way to all shipping. 

13. STARTING

13.1 Starting signals will be in accordance with ISAF Rule 26,System 1.

13.2 The start line will be between Orange inflatable markers. The committee boat and Rib will be positioned at each end.

14. RECALLS

      Individual recalls will not be made.

      All those identified as being over the line during 1 minute before the start who   do not return will carry a 15 minute penalty to there overall time.

      Those over prior to the one minute rule , who do not return will be disqualified.

      This changes ISAF Rule 29.2.

      General Recall will be as ISAF Rule 29.3. 

15. FINISHING

      The finish line will be the start line between the Committee Boat and the orange inflatable marker .

16.TIME LIMITS

      The time limit will be 8 hours boats finishing outside the time limit will be scored DNF ( this alters ISAF Rule 35)

17. FLAG SIGNALS

      There will be no flag signals ashore.

      There will be flay signals from Committee Boat or Safety Rib Flying THE TEK GROUP flag.

18. RETIREMENTS

      Craft retiring MUST inform the RACE OFFICER as soon as possible, either by Mobile to Race Officer (No. to be confirmed at Briefing) or to any safety Rib flying the Tek Group flag or at the sign off area.

19. PROTEST

      Protest must be lodged, in writing ,within 30minutes of your finish together with a fee of 40 pounds ( as a donation to the RNLI or safety team)

20. SCORING

      Scoring for all position will be on the SCHRS 

21. RESULTS & PRIZE GIVING

      Results will be issued as soon as possible after the finish of the race.

      Prize Giving will be held as soon as possible after the event.

22.SAFETY NOTICES

     Nothing contained within these Sailing Instruction removes the onus on all     competitors to acquaint themselves with both navigation charts and notice to mariners appropriate to waters to be sailed.
